Useful calculation tip in cases above DKK 50,000: 1.2% of the entire value of the case + DKK 150.

NB: No fees in confirmatory actions if the principal case has already been initiated (RAL1 Section 12(1.7)

Expert opinion (without trial) and applications pursuant to Section 5 of the Danish Act on Arbitration: DKK 400 (RAL1 Section 14)

Prohibitory injunction cases (Community designs and EC trademarks): DKK 300 (RAL1 Section 17)

Independent counterclaims and third party notices (notwithstanding whether they are brought by the plaintiff/claimant, and the claim in principle could have been included in the writ of summons, or by the defendant) give rise to payment of court fees pursuant to the above rules. (Even though the principal case has been initiated prior to 1 January 2005, where the new rules on courts fees came into effect, court fees on new counterclaims and third party proceedings are paid pursuant to the present rules on court fees).

	The value of the case is determined based on the claim in the writ of summons. Interest and costs are not included when the court fee is calculated.

The net principle is applicable in order that the value of a consideration which a claim may be subject to is deducted prior to calculation of the court fee.

If the claim includes several claims, the value of the case is the total value of all the claims. This is also applicable when the case is brought by several plaintiffs/claimants or against several defendants. This rule only applies to one calculation of court fee, i.e. if the claims and parties are included in the same pleading.

If the value of the case cannot be determined based on the claim in the writ of summons (or the pleading), then the plaintiff/claimant shall estimate the value as precisely as possible. Otherwise the court will estimate the value. Please note that claims for declaration and claims for injunction often have financial value. (For further reading see the article “Court fee in civil proceedings” (”Retsafgift i borgerlige domssager”) in U 99B/101 et seq. (the Danish weekly law reports)).

Extension/increase of the claim


	If the claim is extended, the court fee is recalculated based on the extended claim, and an additional court fee is paid. (corresponding to the difference between the court fee on the new total amount claimed and the previously calculated/paid court fee).

NB: In cases initiated prior to 1. January 2005 the additional court fee is calculated pursuant to the previous rules on court fees.
